Going forward, NUCHA will create partnerships with non-governmental
organizations and other institutions to enhance technological capacity. By
building social and human capital, NUCHA will be able to reach broad
national and international audiences and significantly contribute to poverty

Institute for Persons Who are Hard of Hearing or Deaf

NUCHA also houses the Institute for Persons Who are Hard of Hearing or
Deaf. Formed in October 2002, the Institute is funded by the U.S.
Congress to enhance and serve the personnel preparation, education, and
leadership training opportunities for the 28 million persons with hearing
loss and deafness. One focus of the Institute is to identify barriers
to effective workplace and career goal achievement, and to address
these through dissemination of preferred educational, clinical and

vocational practices.
