New Programs

The New University Exchange
In 2007, SPL, in partnership with Course
Advisor, created the New University

Exchange (NUE), a not-for-profit group

that will host an annual event on topical
issues related to the changing nature of
higher education with a focus on online
learning. The members of NUE will
exchange ideas, and research information
and best practices during the course of
the year. The first event, which took
place at the National University System
headquarters in February, 2007, had over
25 participants and a line-up of world-
class speakers. The 2008 event is
scheduled for February 21-22 at the
National University System headquarters

in La Jolla, California.

New Business Development Division
SPL created a separate External Division

in early 2007. Because the needs of

external partners are drastically different
from the affiliates of the National
University System, the external division
was developed to build and expand upon
SPI5 core customer base. During FY07
the external team focused on building
consistency and quality into the products
offered to customers. Additionally,
business development focused on the
creation of unique value propositions
which speak to the e-Learning market.
The development of the external team
has resulted in a more focused approach

to driving review.

New Spectrum Pacific Health Division
SPL created a new division focused on

using the internet to promote health and

wellness. SPLs goal is to have this new
division fully launched and profitable
in FYO8.

Turn-Key Solution

In late 2007, SPL developed a
comprehensive service offering that
provides clients with a turn-key
solution creating a long-term
partnership around moving to the
online learning venue.

Project Updates

Premier e-Learning Project (PEP)
In FYO5, Dr. Jerry C. Lee described his

goal for premier online learning as:

e "World class, premier online courses that
all other institutions strive fo replicate,” and

e "Online design that is so well done that
prospective students enroll, and existing
students are engaged and refer other

students to National University.”

SPL was charged with meeting this goal.
Drawing from Gagné’s “Nine Events of
Instruction” and other theories, SPL
developed a parallel philosophy — the

Effective e-learning Model — which is

focused on online learning. The Effective
e-Learning Model (e2L) suggests that
online course content must target all
types of learners: visual, auditory, and
kinesthetic. This means that every
concept, theory, and application in a
course should be demonstrated via a
strategic mix of presentation mediums.
This ensures that all learners are engaged
in active and retainable learning and can
better apply what they have learned.

In order to promote the transfer of
knowledge, the online content must help
guide learners to effectively process and
assimilate new skills.

Each of the five schools and one
college at National University has

established a standard online course

design to promote consistency in their
programs. This also facilitates the
students’ learning experiences by
allowing them to focus on the course
material and not on the technology
delivering the material. The goal is to
allow the content to drive the learner.

As the online revolution increasingly becomes part of the fabric of
our daily lives, the demographics of society are also changing,
including the emergence of a younger, Internetsavvy population.

"digital natives” who are familiar with the use of technology in
everyday life, it is natural that education institutions adapt
instructional methodologies to accommodate this technological
evolution. Advancements in online educational = commonly
referred to as virtual learning — continue to sweep the globe, with
ever-growing numbers of educational institutions endorsing the
format as a viable alternative to the traditional “brick and mortar”

classroom setting.

offers a wide variety of instructor-led, content-based
online high school courses developed to ensure that
students receive an interactive, dynamic and quality
learning experience.

NUVHS offers courses in mathematics, social
science, English, fine arts, science and electives. Class
sizes are kept small to provide students with
individualized instruction and personalized attention.
All courses are taught by NCLB-qualified teachers who
are specially trained to provide high quality online
instruction. The focus on academic achievement,
responsiveness to preferred learning styles, flexible
formats and project-based learning creates a unique
educational setting for part- and full-time students.

Since its inception, NUVHS has served more than

600 students from across California, the United States

and abroad, offering 60 semester courses in standard core
subject and advanced placement areas. NUVHS has
worked with over 135 schools throughout California and
the United States to provide supplemental course
offerings to concurrently enrolled students.

As NUVHS continues to expand opportunities at the
secondary level, the school will work toward meeting
the divergent needs of today’ learners by providing
educational opportunities that take advantage of
emerging technologies and embrace adaptable skills,
which will serve to foster a learning environment that
occurs without borders, in classrooms without walls
while providing educational opportunities without limits.

Accreditation

During FYO7, NUVHS underwent a thorough self-study
that culminated in an accreditation visit from WASC in
March 2007. This comprehensive review led by the
school administration, a National University System

provided introspective review leading to increased
quality of school curriculum and services. In accordance
with the outlined WASC criteria, the teams worked
collectively to determine strengths, areas for growth,
critical needs, and action steps for continuous school
improvement. The quality of the school and its
tremendous resources through the System affiliation were
recognized, resulting in full accreditation status granted
to NUVHS by WASC for the maximum six-year term.
Also in FY07, NUVHS received full accreditation
status from the Commission on International and

Trans-Regional Accreditation (CITA), an accrediting

authority both in the United States and throughout the
world. CITA is an alliance of the largest American
accrediting associations, which are responsible for
evaluating and accrediting more than 30,000 schools
in 100 countries. CITA provides accreditation to
promote quality schools and continuous improvement,

which enhances student success.

Offerings
NUVHS currently offers 60 semester courses, including
13 advanced placement (AP) courses, all of which

were developed by subject matter experts. The school

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NUVHS courses are teacher-led and include both
asynchronous and synchronous communication that
allows for frequent and meaningful interaction between
students and teachers.

Since conducting its first course in the summer of
2004, NUVHS has offered over 300 classes in eight
academic terms to a geographically and economically
dispersed student body. In California, students have
attended NUVHS from over 115 schools representing
21 counties throughout the state. On a national basis,
students have enrolled from 16 states. Internationally,
students have come from Mexico, Europe, and
New Zealand.

Student feedback concerning NUVHS has been
consistently positive, and course evaluations reveal

strong bonds between online teachers and students.

According to the course evaluation surveys, over 90
percent of the students agree that their teacher showed
a special interest in their success. Students have also
indicated that they enjoyed the ability to work at their
own pace and schedule, reinforcing the concepts of
access and flexibility as key attributes to superior
online learning.

Moving forward, the NUVHS team seeks to conduct
an aggressive campaign that will reach out to school
administrators in California and Nevada, as well as
targeted areas nationwide to increase both full-time and
part-time student enrollment and continue to serve
those students seeking alternative options in achieving
their high school education.

Licensed practical nurses (LPNs) held
approximately 726,000 jobs in 2004.
About 27 percent of LPNs worked in
hospitals, 25 percent in nursing care

facilities, and another 12 percent in offices

of physicians. Others worked for home
healthcare services; employment services;
community care facilities for the elderly;
public and private educational services;
outpatient care centers; and Federal, State,
and local government agencies. About one
in five worked part time.

Emergency medical technicians (EMTs)
and paramedics held about 192,000 jobs
in 2004. Most career EMTs and

paramedics work in metropolitan areas.
Volunteer EMTs and paramedics are more
common in small cities, towns, and rural
areas. These individuals volunteer for fire
departments, emergency medical services
(EMS), or hospitals, and may respond to
only a few calls for service per month or
may answer the majority of calls,
especially in smaller communities.
